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Confirm the schedule and communicate any last-
minute information.

Encourage students to make final adjustments to
their appearance.
Keep the atmosphere light and stress-free to help
students relax.
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Start with the most confident students to set a
positive tone.

Allow apprehensive students to watch the session
first to ease their nerves.

Let photographers do their job without interference
to ensure smooth operation.
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Collect feedback from parents and students to
improve future Picture Days.

Organize and distribute photo packages to each
student.
